
Nalys is one of Châteauneuf-du-Pape’s oldest estates, it was mentioned as early as in a 17th Century village land survey. Domaine 
de Nalys belonged to a family with the same name until the French Revolution. It was then bought by a Châteauneuf-du- Pape family 
who would tend it for seven generations.

Pale lemon colour, the nose is delicate, very fresh, of white flowers and citrus : 
hawthorn, pink grapefruit. It is vivid in the mouth with a good vivacity and very 
precise aromas such as bush peach, lemon. It also presents roundness and an 
excellent lengthening which lets expect a good aging vintage.

The nose of this wine is rich and elegant with raspberry, blueberry and sweet spice 
aromas; full-bodied mouth-feel with subtle fresh vanilla, orange peel and cocoa 
notes. The tannins are silky and finely textured. 

2006 Chateauneuf Du Pape ‘Chataignier”   

Intense ruby-red robe, complex nose. Aromas mixed with flowers : lilac, peony, 
and smashed ripen fruit, liquorice; very ample in the mouth, with dense and firm 
tannins. The spicy character of Syrah reveals in this wine with aromas of 
purple plum, undergrowth, leather, greedy finish.
