2006 Ripasso DOC

This wine is produced using the RIPASSO technique, which is intentionally more restrictively applied in relation to the 

standard production method. The wine is obtained by going over again , once only, the premium Valpolicella Classico 

over a small quantity of Amarone marc. As a result, an authentic local wine is produced which elegantly exhibits a 

delightfully complex fruity aroma and spicy tones complemented with a good acidity and just the right alcohol content.

2005 Valpolicella Classico DOC

This is a young, immediate red which retains the essence of the earth from which it was cultivated. It is characterised by 

fragrant scents and fresh flavours and is the ideal accompaniment for any kind of dish. It is particularly suited to classic 

Mediterranean cuisine.

2005 Valpolicella Classico ‘ Sant Urbano’

This is one of the most significant Valpolicella Superiore in the area and is obtained from the grapes of the Sant’Urbano 

vineyard, a beautiful hill in the Fumane municipality where the vine seems to find its natural position. After being 

carefully selected, the grapes are left to dry for around 20-25 days, concentrating the flavours and enriching the aromas 

and softness, which find the perfect balance after approximately two years of ageing. It is a wine which stands out for 

its remarkable elegance and complexity. This wine makes a delicious accompaniment to red meat dishes and matured 

cheeses and improves with age.

2004 della Valpolicella D.o.c. Classico Vigneto Monte Sant’Urbano

Undisputedly symbolic of the Speri company, the Amarone Monte Sant’Urbano is a superb example of a fine, classic 

wine. It is an extraordinary wine with great complexity and a vigorous structure which has always been top for its 

elegance and quality. After carefully selecting the best bunches from the prestigious Monte Sant’Urbano vineyard, the 

grapes are left to dry for a long period (3-4 months depending on the vintage year). This creates a wine with plenty of 

structure and softness which will certainly age well.
